How to Apply for the Dental Assisting Program
Applicants must complete the Dental Assisting Application Packet. The application
packet can be obtained from the Allied Health Department.

The following will be required for enrollment into the program:

1. Proof of Education: Submit one of the following:
Official High School Transcript
Official College Transcript
Official GED Certificate/Scores

2. Proof of MMR, Varicella and Hepatitis B Vaccines

3. Dental Assisting Packet (the packet must be complete to be accepted)

will begin in the 3rd trimester of the program. Clinical hours vary based on the site you
will be attending. Clinical hours are subject to change, clinical is mandatory to complete
the program.
